BY-LAWS

ARTICLE |
Name

Section 1. The Post existing under these By-Laws is to be known as George J. Morin
Post No. 183, Inc. The American Legion Department of Massachusetts.

Section 2. The objects of this Post are set forth in the Constitution.

ARTICLE Il
Management

Section 1. The government and management of this Post is entrusted to an Executive
Committee to be known as the “Executive Committee.”

Section 2. The Executive Committee shall consist of eight (8) members, 6 of which
shall be elected from the membership. The immediate predecessor to the present
commander shall be the seventh member of the Executive Committee and the present
commander shall be the eighth member. Starting with the 1994 election the two
members receiving the highest number of votes shall serve a three year term. The two
members receiving the third and fourth numbers of votes shall serve a two year term
and the two members receiving the least number of votes shall serve a one year term.
In the following years two members will be elected each year for a three year term. The
members elected the previous year will drop down one year with the members serving
one year dropping off the board. The newly elected member will take office at the
meeting next following that of the election. The chairman of the Executive Committee
shall be selected by the newly elected members of said committee.

Section 3. All election of officers and executive committeemen shall be by ballot and
the candidate or candidates receiving the highest number of votes shall be elected to
the respective office or offices for which they are candidates. Nominations for office
shall be made by a nominating committee, the said committee to be the Executive
Committee. The nominating committee will submit their proposed slate of officers to the
membership at the May meeting. Election of officers shall be by secret ballet at the
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
